· Passengers must wear seat belts at all times.

· Personal bags and luggage must be stored safely so that they do not endanger others or impede access to and from the bus.

· Any damage, including graffiti, will be charged to the passengers concerned. Any untoward behaviour will result in being barred from further use of the bus.

· Buses must be left free of litter.

· Parents must make suitable arrangements to ensure that they arrive at pick-up / drop-off points in good time. The bus will not wait for pupils who are late and neither can pupils be left to await collection. If parents have not arrived on time to collect a pupil on the evening service, then the pupil will be required to stay on the school’s transport until a parent is able to “intercept” the bus at another point on its schedule.
